2. Research Goals:  Describe your Research Goals for the Fellowship year – be sure to specifically describe what YOU will do, not what is being done generally in your laboratory (2 page limit; 5 points).

3. Global Health Relevance:  Discuss the relevance of your research program to the mission of the Eck Institute for Global Health (1 page limit; UNSCORED).

4. Need for Fellowship:  Discuss how an Eck Institute for Global Health Fellowship will facilitate your research and training.  Include a timeline for the completion of the major milestones in your degree program, e.g. course work; written exams; defense of dissertation (1 page limit; UNSCORED).

5. Attach a letter of support from your Faculty Advisor and Co-Advisor (if applicable - note if a significant amount of your research depends on using expertise and/or resources of another member of faculty or a partner outside of the university that must be noted and you should also provide a letter of support from that individual) and a biosketch that includes the current and pending support of the Advisor.
