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2019-2020 Global Health Fellowship Application Guidelines

Application due date: Thursday, February 20, 2020 by 11:59 pm EST

OVERVIEW

Sponsored by the Eck Institute for Global Health (EIGH), the Global Health Fellowship is intended to support doctoral students, facilitate scholarly activity and research excellence across all disciplines at the University of Notre Dame (UND). Applicants must be interested in pursuing research that is intended to facilitate advances in global health. The Fellowship provides one year of financial support in the form of an annual stipend and health insurance during a student’s third, fourth, or fifth year of the doctoral program. Fellows receive a 12-month stipend at the standard departmental rate with the possibility of renewal for an additional year of funding. Fellowship recipients will be notified in April 2020, and the fellowship start date will be August 25, 2020.

ELIGIBILITY

· Students must be enrolled through the UND in a doctoral program and be associated with a full-time T&R faculty who is eligible to submit research grants at the UND or Indiana University School of Medicine – South Bend. 

· The student’s faculty advisor is required to be an active member of the EIGH at the time of application. Successful applicants and their advisors are expected to participate in Institute activities, including registering for and attending the Global Health Colloquium course. Please email mbotchwa@nd.edu to confirm that the advisor is an EIGH member.
RESEARCH INTEGRITY

The student is responsible for writing their own research proposal for the fellowship application. Students, faculty, staff, and others affiliated with the UND who propose or conduct research are bound by its policy on Research Misconduct and have mutual responsibility for ensuring the integrity of research that is conducted, presented or published. 

TIPS FOR FELLOWSHIP APPLICATION

1. Read and follow all guidelines. Many proposals get disqualified because applicants ignore instructions. Failure to complete all sections may result in the rejection of your application.

2. Proofread your application. When proposals are unclear or include several grammatical errors, it is challenging for reviewers to focus on the content. 

3. Research feasibility. Ensure that your research proposal can be completed within the funding period. 

4. Distinguish between your research and the work of your mentors or research lab. Even if your proposal is related to current initiatives by your advisor or lab, it is important that you are able to clearly describe how your research will be distinct from the ongoing work.

· The sections below may be attached as a PDF file. 

	1. Research Title

2. Research Progress:  Describe and discuss your Research Progress in the context of the overall background; hypothesis; approach; significance; and results to date. Include a discussion of problems encountered and solutions (3 page limit; 5 points).  You MUST clearly differentiate your own work from general background information.
3. Research Goals:  Describe your Research Goals for the Fellowship year – be sure to specifically describe what YOU will do, not what is being done generally in your laboratory (2 page limit; 5 points).

4. Global Health Relevance: Discuss the relevance of your research program to the mission of the Eck Institute for Global Health (1 page limit; UNSCORED).

5. Need for Fellowship:  Discuss how a fellowship will facilitate your research and training.  Include a timeline for the completion of the major milestones in your degree program, e.g. course work; written exams; defense of dissertation (1 page limit; UNSCORED).

6. Attach a letter of support from your Faculty Advisor (and Co-Advisor, if applicable) and a biosketch that includes the current and pending support of the Advisor.  

7. If a significant amount of your research depends on using expertise and/or resources of another member of faculty or a partner outside of the university that must be noted and you should also provide a letter of support from that individual.

8. Incomplete applications will not be considered further.
